Fitting to Motorcycles  
When fitting to bikes, do it in 3 separate steps
(1)     Remove the headlight unit and do the fiddling around with the burners that way, or if you have small hands and like a challenge leave them in place.  Trying to fit the new burners without removing the headlight unit is a recipe for frustration swearing and skinned knuckles – and therefore misery but can be achieved with time and patience.  You will also need a 23-25 mm (1 inch) drill bit (you need to make a circular hole on the back of the headlight units two round caps.) or a knife and a steady hand.   
(2)     Find where you want to locate the ballasts, and mount them – make sure they are close enough to the headlights for the cables to reach – it’s near impossible to extend them.  Some end up getting custom brackets made up, I use cable ties to mount in an available space, some just find somewhere flat and use Dual Lock industrial velcro.  Everyone seems to find different locations to mount the ballasts.  You have to be creative with motorbikes re ballasts mounting.  There is always room, you just have to find the room.  Ballasts can temporarily interfere with some electrical equipment that is sensitive to EMF so its a good idea to work around these.
(3)     Connect everything up. And power up!  You cant get it the wrong way round when it comes to wires and all the leads are keyed and the only wire that you can get wrong does matter if you do, the ballasts have protection built in incase you don’t wire them up correctly polarity wise.  They just won’t work wired back to front.
DO:  

· Connect everything up before drilling holes and do a “dry fit” to ensure all is working as you expect it too.

DON’T:  

· Cut any wiring on your bike as you don’t need to cut a single wire to fit these kits, if you are cutting wires your doing something wrong!!!!
